Here is some information on the tournament coming up at Druids on May 22nd
that you might find useful:

1. Best Ball Format - Pace of Play

Because this is a Best Ball format it is not mandatory that all players putt out. For
example: Your partner has a 10 ft birdie putt. You have hit a ball out of play,
chunked another and are now chipping for double bogey. We recommend that
you pick up since your ball will not be going towards your team score. By doing
this it will potentially improve the pace of play significantly for everyone.

2. Check-In

Check-in will start at 6:00 am and will go until 7:40. Once you have checked in
you can feel free to grab a complimentary cup of coffee inside the club house, hit
some balls on the range or load up your cart. At 7:40 we ask that all players
gather at the Putting Green so that the course can address local rules, format,
etc. At 7:45 the marshals will lead the carts out to starting holes.
